Each parish gets a
limited number of tickets to this beautiful
celebration, and if you are interested in
attending, please contact the office by this
Friday, April 7, and we will have a lottery to
distribute the tickets we receive. Please
indicate whether you are requesting 1 or 2
tickets, but unfortunately, we cannot
accommodate requests for more than 2.

22-23. The building will be open to tour
after all of the weekend Masses, and there
will be a special blessing after the 11 am
Mass.
