A huge thank 
you goes out to our maintenance staff of Earl Martin and Joel Epplett for all of their work 
overseeing this renovation and getting pews moved, chairs placed, and floors prepared. 
Thank you as well to all of the Knights of Columbus who helped put down and take up the 
folding chairs for our weekend Masses. We are also in debt to the crew of volunteers who 
came in at various times during the weeks to assist with pew removal, repair, and re-
installation. I hope I donôt leave anyone out, but I wanted to mention by name: Warren 
Anderson, Joe Debrowski, Jim & Alice Kauppila, Don Kotecki, Gary Rupar, Lance Kilinski, 
Justin Daugherty, and Vinnie & Louie Lytle. There were undoubtedly others whom I 
missed in this list, but please know that your assistance is greatly appreciated by us all. 
 
The education center/school project continues to move along. We are a few weeks behind 
the ambitious schedule that was established back in March, but it looks as though we 
should still be ready to move in over the week of Thanksgiving.
